Minutes

December 13, 2005

The meeting was called to order at 6:39 p.m.
Campus Development subcommittee:

Doug reported that the subcommittee did not meet in December as it awaits additional Finn Street re-design information from city officials in early January.  The subcommittee hopes to make a recommendation on the Finn Street issue at the next meeting.  Doug also reported that the McNeely construction project is on schedule.

Housing subcommittee:

John is sending “block management pamphlet” to the printer in the near future.  The subcommittee has added some additional language to the restrictive covenant to further clarify the owner-occupancy requirement.  The university will now use the amended document.  Jane, Alyssa, and John are working on a neighborhood development/revitalization “think tank project” and hope to hold two meetings with selected neighbors, politicians, realtors, educational consultants, and marketing experts to address neighborhood stabilization issues.
Traffic, Parking, Safety, and Student Relations subcommittee:
At its recent meeting, the subcommittee approved two motions regarding the pedestrian management plan.  The committee considered those recommendations in motion form.
Karen Lange offered a motion:  “To approve the East Block pedestrian management plan as presented with the support and assistance of $15,000 of WSNAC budget money.”  The motion passed with unanimous approval.

Karen Lange offered a motion that was formally amended by a Scott Banas motion:  “To approve the West Block pedestrian management plan as presented to the committee.  The use of the temporary median crossing path is subject to annual WSNAC review.  Beginning in September 2006, the path shall not remain in place for more than five (5) years unless an extension is granted by WSNAC.  As development plans for a campus center on the north side of Summit Avenue on the Lot H site and for a residential village on the south side of Summit between Finn Street and Cretin Avenue progress, the university must develop a pedestrian management plan that eliminates the need for the median crossing path.  The motion passed with one dissenting vote.
New Business:

Jim requested that SARPA be apprised of actions that the university is taking to prevent/respond to a potential senior class party.  Karen informed the committee of steps her office has already taken by working with senior class and All College Council leadership.  University officials will continue to monitor this issue and is prepared to make an immediate response if necessary.
